4. A transcript (unofficial and official are accepted).
· Ensure that all information in your application is complete, accurate, and free of errors.

APPLICATION SUBMISSION

· The application deadline is January 30, 2017.
· Attach all four (4) components as PDFs via email.
· Submit to intern.application@ncet2.org with the subject: “[Last Name, First Name] – Intern Application”.
· You will receive an acknowledgement email 24-48 hours that your application has been received.
ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA

Students must be currently enrolled full-time and working towards their undergraduate or graduate degree.

In addition, applicants will:

· Have high academic achievement (3.0+ GPA)

· Superior analytical and writing skills

· Active campus involvement – leadership and community service activities

· A demonstrated interest in technology, startups, entrepreneurship and/or policymaking

· Placement in a Congressional Office on Capitol Hill
· Leadership training and networking with venture capital firms, angel groups, corporate venture offices, government officials and prominent tech companies
