Since its introduction in 2010, Apple has successfully marketed the iPad to teachers and students as an emerging device that will enhance the educational process. The specific strengths of the iPad include its relative affordability, increased mobility, and expansive catalogue of applications that are potentially valuable as educational tools. The iPad also provides users with a simplified path into the world of digital production. 

The purpose of this two semester faculty learning community is to explore the various ways in which teachers can utilize iPads (and other non-Apple tablets) in their classrooms. The primary goal is for participants to strengthen their capacity to use iPads for instructional practice. To this end, as a specific deliverable, participants will develop, implement, and assess at least one new lesson (or modify an existing lesson) that makes specific use of tablet computing to support the lesson’s content objective. This lesson plan will include strategies for assessing and evaluating how using this technology specifically impacts student learning.
