Prep: The org briefly went over the packet for the evening and Chisom gave the budget update
MODEL UN:
Org: Every semester UMBC participates in the Model UN  National conference. In the fall it is in Chicago and in the spring it is in New  York. The New York trip tends to be much more expensive. The conference takes place in a hotel for five nights. The cost itself is about $14000 but the team covers  majority of the cost. Model UN is a  mock  United Nations Conference and it takes place once a  year  in which we had students from all over the world and the judges can determine which schools have the best delegates that can push forward policies that can solve real world problem. All of our candidates come out with experience in how diplomacy works and tend to pursue careers in this type of international affairs. It is open to all students from any major. Currently this semester we have 20 students going. The conference is this weekend. Most of the trip  is divided in to hotel expenses, registration and transportation fees. The students pay $400 to cover the hotel fees.  We receive funding from the Dean and they have given us $5000 which we used some for our conference last semester and we are using the rest towards the registration fees which are $160 per student.  Every student for total expenses comes out to $560.75 per student. The students are paying for $400 of that cost and the Dean of the provost office funds $140  of those expenses so all that is remaining is  about $20 per student and that is all that we are having trouble coming up with at this moment.  UMBC is renowned for receiving awards at these conferences. We would love the contribution and it would really assist us
QUESTIONS:
Chuka: What are your options if we aren’t able to fund this event
Org: We have appealed to several departments but the only issue is at this point it is  a little too late in the game considering the event is this weekend and they wouldn’t be able to get back to us in time
Mani: What is the specific amount
Org: $500
Sara: How much time do you personally devote in preparing for these conferences?
Org: At least 15 hours a week. We do  require students to take a class and a two hour session every thursday night so that alone is 3 hours a week in class,
Chisom: How will the average UMBC student will benefit from this conference
Org: They learn how to get over  your fear in public speaking. It forces you to be able to get your thoughts and ideas across in an eloquent and professional manner that appeals to everybody. It gives you a better sense of how United Nations delegacy is run. It builds teamwork and you become more informed in international affairs.
GES COUNCIL OF MAJORS
Org: This is a kayaking trip and we want to get students more involved in UMBC and to get  the students to learn about us because we are a new organisation. The day of the event is the same day as Earth day. It gets people outside. Its open to the entire UMBC community. We have four cars to carpool people. We are expecting 20 people and we are covering the transportation and snacks.
QUESTIONS
Mani: How many people are in your org
Org: About 10 active members
Chuka: How are you marketing to people who are outside your major
Org: We use the UMBC Spotlight and we email the secretary of the department majors  on campus and they send out emails to the people in their major
Morgan: Is it going to be a first come first serve basis
Org: I wasn’t including the 10 active members because the trip is geared more towards people outside the club. The members even volunteered to pay for themselves.
Chuka: Will people who want to attend be told about the fact that you have space limitations
Org: Yes
Michelle: Have you thought about how you can accommodate more than 20 people
Org: In that case it would be a first come first serve for the first 20 and  anyone after that will have to pay $35 per person
UMBC Mama’s Boys
Org: Every semester, usually before finals start we have a spring luau where we showcase a cappella groups on campus. In this event we really focus on having UMBC acapella groups and sometimes an alumni group. It is a great event that allows everybody to come. I think people enjoy it. For the last two or three times we’ve had it we never had a problem having people to come. For next semester we are trying to purchase our own sound system for all acapella groups so we don’t have to keep coming back for money to rent
QUESTIONS:
Michelle: So is it just Mama’s Boys performing
Org: It will be Mama’s Boys and then maybe the alumni acapella group
Chisom: What about marketing
Org: We do have social media, facebook, the spotlight, twitter. We have flyers, but often we don’t need a significant amount of flyers because word of mouth works
Chisom: How will the average UMBC student benefit from this
Org:  They will have an awesome and relaxing Friday night before finals
UMBC MAMA’S BOYS
Org: Apocalypse is similar to our previous request. It is  our opportunity to both perform with on campus a cappella group and off campus acapella groups. There is awesome choreography, they are very talented.
QUESTIONS
Mani: How many UMBC vs Non UMBC groups will be there
Org: It will probably have 3 off campus groups and 4 campus groups because not all the on campus groups can perform because they have scheduling conflicts.
Morgan: Since other schools come do people also come from other schools come and watch
Org: Sometimes about 1 or 2 people come to watch, sometimes an alumni from the other group may come but generally not a large number of people from other schools come.
PRE-PHARMACY CLUB:
Org: Evening with the future happened last semester and it was a major success. We had nine pharmacists from different fields come. It was very valuable for the students and pharmacists as wells to get to know the students. We had about 25 students last semester. And the pharmacists come and give their experience in the pharmacy field. It is beneficial to not just pharmacy majors, but also, pre med and pre physical therapy and all those interested in pursuing pharmacy as a degree.
QUESTIONS:
Chisom: How did you come about the 50 people for number of expected attendees
Org: This is because we are going to be inviting the guest pharmacists who are roughly around 10, the pre pharmacy students are roughly around 20 and then the remaining students who are interested in learning about pharmacy
Sam: How are you reaching out to other pre professional studies
Org: The vice president and I are contacting the executives of other majors and advertising to them to get people to participate 
Morgan: What role does food play in the event
Org: Because it is around 6:30 to about 11:30, I think it is common courtesy for the pharmacists to be able to eat because they are sacrificing their time to come talk to us and also for the courtesy of our students to help them socialise more
Michelle: Can you give us a walkthrough of the event
Org: Last year was our first time. All the pharmacists gather in the engineering building. There are 2 pharmacists at each table and about 6-9 students at each table. Food is then passed around. We give the opportunity for the pharmacists to introduce themselves. There is then just discussion and we learn more about their field.
Chisom: So where are these pharmacists from
Org: We have a few pharmacists from UMD, and a few from Kaiser Permanente, 
Sam: Have you thought about advertising through email list procsts for students who are undecided about their majors?
Org: We were focusing more on the pre professional health programs but that is a great suggestion and we will look into that
Sara: Besides the food that you have listed here: are there any food items at your event?
Org: No this is it
Sara: With that being said, I see that you are only buying one pack  of water bottles. If you are expected to have 50 people, technically not everyone is going to have water.
Org: We were going to pitch in ourselves for some of the cost. We are trying to still see how many people are actually coming and if we need more items we will pitch in ourselves
Chuka: When you had the event last year did the people who attended stay all the way through?
Org: Yes
Michelle: Are there any benefits like maybe internships that students were able to gain from attending the event last year?
Org: Other than great discussion, a lot of students got their mentors from the discussion, and the event really motivated some students to chase after the pharmacy field
Hong Kong Students Association
Org: This is an event supposed to start at 6pm and end at 10pm. It is supposed to be in the sportszone
Questions:
Michelle: Can you explain how this event is set up
Org: This event is the finals and semi finals of the tournament . We need to update players through the sound so they can also see results and they can know ahead of time what they need to prepare for.
MANI:Out of the 30 people you expect to attend how many will be members of your organisation
Org: About 12 students
Chisom: Can you tell me about the tournament
Org: Team members chose their own character and group together against another team and fight until one team wins
Sara: Who will be participating in the event?
Org: There will be mostly UMBC students, and people who are playing just from online
Michelle: Is this event mainly for organisation members 
Org: It is for the general student body. It is like a socialising event
Mani: Of the people in the team competing who are UMBC students, how many of them are in your organisation
Org: I am not exactly sure, but I would say about half
Chisom: How many people are playing the game
Org: 30
Chisom Of those people how many are UMBC students
Org: About two thirds
Chisom: How will this benefit the average UMBC student
Org: I think it is a great way to bring anyone to come to event and if interested, they would be more involved
Muslim Student Association
Org:This is an event we have every year.  It is a week long event and there are so many events going on throughout the commons main street, the breeze way and so on. Everyday we are on the commons mainstreet from 11-2 except for Wednesday and then on Friday we have Friday prayer in room 312 and we have everything booked. The main focus of this event is to raise awareness of Islam on campus. The way that this event is set up after the weeks everyone should have an idea about  Islam and know that there is a strong MSA on campus. We have various topics to discuss like prayer, the way the women cover their heads, etc
QUESTIONS:
Mani: What happened to the materials from last year
Org: Every year we usually start off fresh. Every year we have a different theme and a different set up so sometimes we can't use the same items. But for the materials that are not on here are the materials we do not have
Dawit: What is the purpose of food and ice cream
Org: The food and ice cream is a main part of the event. For the ice cream we will be making a sundae, and as you go down the table, you will be making your sundae so by the time you are done with your sundae you have learnt a lot about Islam. For the food it is also incorporated in the same way. The ice cream is only one day and  the rest of the days are  the food. There are also interactive games and trivia and sometimes the prizes are food.
Mani: Are you buying all the ice cream at once
Org: We get about three or four gallons from peapod and we store it somewhere close by in a freezer at the yum shop and we bring it out one at a time
Sara: Is there a particular reason why you chose this pizza vendor?
Org: It is because they make halal pizza
Chisom: Do you have a storage place for the crafts
Org: We have a cabinet in the IFC so we store them and reuse them
Mani: For the expected people is it per day or the whole week
Org: Per day
GOLDEN  KEY HONORS SOCIETY
Org: This will be our second annual Mr. UMBC.  It is a male pageant show. There will be contestants and they will showcase their talents and there will be questions and answer and thy will be judged by the judges.  It is a way to increase school spirit because most of the time when you think of a pageant it is a Ms something
QUESTIONS
MICHELLE: Can you talk about your experience and how you thought the event went last year
Org: Since it was our first time last year it was a little bit new. As secretary,  I was in charge of communicating with the contestants
Mani: What are you doing different from last year to attract extra people
Org: We are hoping to start  advertising a little bit earlier
Sara: How were the judges and the contestants chosen?
Org: Last year we had auditions and we had about 10 contestants. For the judges, we asked people in other organisations and we had other judges from sororities so I think we might do that this year as well
Mani: How far are you in the process of collaborating with SEB and HKSA
Org: Our president has submitted the collaboration form but is yet to hear back from them
 SEB will be helping more with promotion through social network and since a lot of people know about SEB it will help more people know about it and attend.
Mani: What about HKSA
Org: HKSA will be helping more with planning and help us communicate with other cultural organisations
Sara: Can you give us a walkthrough of your event?
Org: We are hoping to have an MC who will introduce himself and we will have a humorous video of the contestants and who they are. Then the contestants will come and showcase their talents . After that we are trying to have Cleptomaniacs perform. Then we will have the swimwear and the fashion show. Then there will be Q/A and the contestants will have to give their best answers in a given amount of time
Chisom: What role does food play in the event
When we were thinking food we were thinking for the contestants as well as the audience. Because the contestants will need some form of refreshment when they were getting ready for the next part to be able to be energized. It was also to be available during intermission
Mani; So is the ballroom set up for just 125 people
Org: Right now we asked for chairs for just 125 but we could extend it if we wanted but for an extra charge
SPLASH UMBC
Org: This is an organization that brings High School students to UMBC and we have students from UMBC teach them any subject of their choice. This is our third time holding it. Last year we had 150 kids. We have college students teaching from other Universities also.
Chuka: Is the 300 students participating apart from the teachers or the kids
Org: It is both the teachers and the children
Mani: What is the role of food
Org: We feed the teachers because it is an all day event. The kids are asked to bring their own food just so we don’t have to deal with allergies
Morgan: How do you select the high schoolers that come out
Org: We reach out to almost every high school in the state except for those in western Maryland and the Eastern shore because that would be too far.
Sara : Is there a variety of student-teachers from different majors?
Org: We have people from different majors
Mani: Who is paying the $10
Org: The high school students. We reimburse $30 for every college student that teaches for us . But we offer financial aid to a lot of the students, about a third because we target a lot of low income area schools in Baltimore
Michelle: This year will you be having information sessions for the teachers
Org: Teacher gathering is almost finished. We have close to 50 teachers this year. Generally we do one on one sessions with the teachers and we do hold one information session
Sam: Can you go into the use of the signs
Org: They are just to direct the students
Sara: Do the high schools students decide what classes they want to take?
Org: They are given a course catalog and they chose the 5 classes they want
Chisom: How does the food play into the whole event
Org: We have a lunch period after two classes and the students all meet in the commons and eat and there is a separate room for the teachers where they also eat
Sam: Could you touch on how this benefits the student body
Org: It is not only a teaching opportunity for the college students, but it is also a way to share your interests especially for high school students, and we have a lot of prospective students come
Chisom: Is the reimbursement factored into this request
Org: No
FREEDOM ALLIANCE
Org: This is our annual drag show. It is a drag show for drag queens and kings. Someone dresses up in the opposite gender and performs. The crowd is entertained and everyone has a good time
QUESTIONS
Sara: Are the contestants all UMBC students?
Org: UMBC and Non UMBC students
Sara: What is the ratio?
Org: Its about 2:1
Mani: Do you not need a ticket staff
Org: Yes we do, but I guess it is not here.
$150 was added for ticketing staff
Sam: What marketing package are you getting
Org: I think it is A
Sam: Can you walk us through the event
Org: The MC will be joking with the crowd until the show actually starts. Last years winner opens the show. And then there are back to back performances
Chuka: Is there a set amount of time for each performance
Org: 2-7 minutes
AFRICAN STUDENTS ASSOCIATION
Org: Jambo night is our huge annual fashion show that we have every spring semester. The purpose of the fashion show is to showcase our culture in the whole of Africa. Our theme this year is count our riches and we are going to showcase all the different regions of Africa. We are going to have different acts
QUESTIONS:
Mani: Can you do a walkthrough of the event
Org: The first fashion scene will go on, then after that one drama scene. There are going to be 16 fashion show scenes and there will be something going on like a poetry, dance, after each scene. After 5 scenes food will be served. We don’t know if we should do it before the show, or during intermission because if we do it before intermission, there might be the issue of us running late and not finishing in the set time we are supposed to.
Morgan: What role does food play
Org: It gives everybody the taste of Africa
Sara: Have you noticed a shortage of food in previous years, considering the fact that you are only ordering two trays of rice for 450 people?
Org: We couldn’t order a lot because we had deadline issues with the allocation request, so we had to cut down the cost of food. But the caterer said the food she is preparing will be just enough for 450 people . For previous years we usually well feed everyone and there is even some left over, but this year the food is just enough for exactly 450 people
Sara: What is the ratio of UMBC vs Non UMBC students?
Org: 3:1
HISPANIC LATINO STUDENTS UNION
Org: The theme this year is tes colores so that means colors. There is food, dancing. We get a real big turnout. Latin groups from College Park and Towson come out. We get great performers
QUESTIONS
Sara: Are the Latin groups from other schools attendees or performers?
Org: In the past we have had a few of them being performers but they are mostly attendees
Chisom: How many non Hispanic people come
Org: A lot
Chisom: Can you walk us through the event
Org: We have two mc’s who introduce the night. Steel drum usually come and play and outside performances. Food is served and after that there are a few more performances and then after that the floor is opened in for dancing
Chisom: Is everything said in Spanish
Org: English
Sara: If the board sees fit for the quantity of food to still go down, is that going to be an issue?
Org: Yes because we are already cutting out a lot of food and since the event is not ticketed there might be shortage
Sam: How are you marketing outside the marketing package
Org: Facebook, social media
ETHIOPIAN ERITREAN STUDENTS ASSOCIATION
Org: This is a conference hosted by Miami Bay College. There at the conference there are workshops, speakers. We want to take our general members with us and it will be a great benefit to them. Anyone else who are interested can attend as well. We have covered hotel expenses and registration, we are only asking for transportation.
QUESTIONS
Gabriella: How did you come up with the 15 people
Org: That is based on our org numbers and our general member who are interested in coming
Gabriella: What if more people are interested in coming, how will the two cars accommodate for more people
Org: Right now we have room for 3 more people who may be interested in coming
Sara: If for some reason the finance board does not fund this, will you be refunded for your registration fee?
Org: I am not too sure but I can ask the president
Mani: Who is driving the car
Org: We were told the driver has to be 25 or older and we have someone who is an alumni of the group driving.
Michelle: Is the rental fee by car or by day
Org: I think it is by day
Michelle: Because I was wondering since the event is not on the 18th anymore then the cost might be lower
Org: I can ask

Org: It is definitely catchy. They are all welcome to attend and I don’t think you need to know the lyrics of a song to be able to dance to it
Sara: What is the role of food in your event?
Org: The food is not just so people will come and eat free food but people will just be expecting it. German techno dance is pretty energetic also so they will be hungry and thirsty
Sara: Since you had a big turnout last time, what is the proportion of UMBC vs Non UMBC students?
Org: There are mostly UMBC Students who attend
Sara: Is this the DJ you had last semester?
Org: I don’t think so
Mani: Is the price for the DJ negotiable
Org: Its always been $100 an hour . I don’t know if it is negotiable
Sara: The reason why I brought this up is because we generally don’t fund to pay a UMBC student for their services when student organizations can do it for free?
Org: The reason why we chose this DJ is because she specializes with German techno music and we don’t know where else we are going to find another DJ
Sara Leidner: Just to clarify there have been students who have been funded for UMBC students giving their services, but there haven’t been organization , for the organization, the only one that was funded the board thought was an off campus group. So you guys can just keep that in mind when making your decision. But also you should not make your decision based on the fact that the org says they really need this person, but based on whether the board is comfortable with funding

Michelle: So the price of the food came down to  $2175

Hispanic Latino Students Association:
Mani: I am for funding this event. The price for food is okay for me
Morgan: I am for funding  as well
Pre- Pharmacy club
Dawit: I am for funding this event because it opens opportunities for students to get internships and stuff and it looks like a great way to represent UMBC.
Chisom: How is this different from CWIT
Morgan: You said once that we should take the issue of food on a case by case basis. I feel like this is totally different
Sam: For CWIT, They had like a meal, and this is just like refreshments
Sara: I can see this as a great network for other pre professional  majors and this is a great way for them to get started in their future careers.
Sam: I think this is a great event, but when it comes to the amount of funds we have left, I think the scope of this event is a lot more limited than all the other events here today
Sara: I think with every event there is some sort of exclusive nature. This one is geared more towards an occupational status. They are not saying you cannot attend, it’s every student’s choice whether or not they want to attend
Sara Leidner: I think you should also look at the quality vs the quantity
MUSLIM STUDENTS ASSOCIATION
Chuka: I feel good about this and I think it is very intelligent how they incorporated the food in the event and I am for funding
Dawit: I would be for cutting food but keeping ice cream
Sam: I think the food and the ice cream are incorporated in the same way
Sam: I saw food differently, I saw it as a prize for learning something
Sara: I think the student org did say they did the same thing in the past and it was very successful and I don’t want to take away anything from their event that we don’t see is relevant as a board. I  think they really intentionally integrated the food into the event so students will be able to learn about the muslim culture
Michelle: I think it is an event worth funding because they use food in a different way, as an incentive and also as an educational tool. It is a level of imagination that I think a lot of events lack
Chisom: I will be comfortable funding the ice cream and the snacks and not the pizza
After a straw poll, pizza was still kept in the allocation request
GOLDEN KEY HONORS SOCIETY
Sara: I think it is a really unique way to enrich the school spirit because we don’t usually see male pageant shows. The only thing I am uncomfortable with is the number of people, because I am definitely sure the UC can hold a lot more people
Michelle: I am comfortable funding everything apart for food. The food does not seems necessary because the attention will be on the pageant contestants and they wouldn’t have to use anything else for audience retention
Chisom: How do you differentiate this from ASA
Michelle: Because ASA specifically said they were trying to provide their audience with a taste of Africa and the African culture. Golden key does not stand for soda and chips so for me, seeing how they are using it in their event, I am not comfortable funding it
After a straw pool, food was struck out of the request
SPLASH UMBC
Morgan: I am uncomfortable giving food to the teachers. I feel like the focal point is the kids and if they are providing food it should be for the kids
Sam: Just to clarify, the stipend isn’t just going to be given to the teachers, it is going to be used to reimburse them for items they purchased to teach and they are paying for it themselves as an org
After a straw pool, line item five, food was struck out.
Sam: But I was wondering if this is something that should come from our pot of money. I feel like its something that should come from admissions
Michelle: I was a teacher last year. It was an incredibly a rewarding experience and it made me realize one day I might consider teaching dance. I really appreciated what I got out of this event and I feel like it is a test of your own knowledge and abilities
Morgan: Personally I am for funding this but I kind of rank this lower looking at our budget.
Chisom: I feel there is a problem when they are charging the high school students to participate in the message they want to send
Sara: The student org did say they  pay for one third of the students because they come from low income area
Michelle: I saw the 10 dollars as you can pay if you have the money and if you don’t you can get financial aid and the money they get are going to be used to pay for the students materials fee. I t is a way of fundraising, just like how other students use tickets to charge Non UMBC students
FREEDOM ALLIANCE:
Mani: I am for funding it
Sam: How do we feel about feel about funding the roses and the sashes
Mani: I am not for funding because it looks like just a prize and we haven’t really funded them in the past
After a straw pool, line item 7 was struck out
Mani: For one of the hosts, she said she can do it for free if the budget does not allow
Chisom: I think if they want to, then they should be able to ask for money for them because we shouldn’t micro manage
Sara: I see the circumstance differently because the host did say she would do this for free so I don’t see this as micromanaging.
Michelle: I agree with Sara
Chisom: How do you distinguish this from honorarium
Michelle: Because in this case the host is asking for 0
Sara: I see this very differently because in this case whether or not we pay, the host is willing to offer her services without disrupting the nature of the event
GESCOM
Dawit: I am for it and I like how it caters for not only students in their club but also students outside their organization
Morgan: I was originally tentatively against it, but she made it clear that she wants students outside her org to attend and it is for students outside her org so I am for funding
Sara: An aspect that bothers me is the fact that the people who are not able to register early to go have to pay $35 to go. I feel like since this is coming out of the students activities fee everyone should be given the same opportunity
Sam: I think with off campus trips is inherently first come first serve
ETHIOPIAN ERITREAN STUDENT ASSOCIATION
Mani: I will be for funding if there is confirmation about the date
Gabby: I am not for funding this. I am comparing  this to Bethel Campus fellowships similar request and they had a more detailed break down and the outreach was a lot more. Again, I am not comfortable with the cap, knowing only 15 people are allowed to go
