· Check your final grades for Fall. Grades are typically posted to your unofficial transcript by mid-January, but many will be available through myUMBC (Topics > Classes & Grades > Student Grades).
· Make a list of the things that you did that HELPED your schoolwork, and make a plan to do these things more often. Make a list of the things that you did that HURT your grades, and resolve to do these less often.
· Think about SUMMER! – Start investigating possibilities for a summer job or internship that will help you build the skills you will need when you graduate; Create/update your resume.
· Get some rest!
