The committee met today to hear from the student group in charge of the UMBC Community Garden.  They explained the concept of a Permaculture – permanent agriculture – and how if properly planted could thrive without much attention.  It is built in levels.  The upper level has the large trees – 80 feet or higher, then smaller trees, 40 feet or so, shrubs, fungal layer, etc.  Up to eight layers.  Each layer produces something that can be used for food, medicine, etc. or can just exist on its own as a self-contained space.  

A smaller part of this project is the climate garden which is used to measure climate change in the immediate area.

We also discussed in some length if we want to change our membership to include emerita and who should be classified as ex-officio.  We also reviewed the functions of our committee as presently listed and talked about possibly making some changes to the wording.  The group will think about this and revisit it at a later date.  

We then discussed the new sculpture at PAHB and new art on the campus in general.  It was noted that this had not come through the committee at all and Donna will send a memo to those involved to see why we were left out of the loop on this.  As stewards of the “land” it was also agreed that we need to review anything that is changing the land itself.
