Dorsey vs. Maryland State Board of Elections ​(case 1:15-cv-02170-GLR)
Fact: It takes 10,000 petition signatures to form a new Non-Principle Political Party in Maryland.  That newly formed party will have direct access to the General Election ballot and may endorse a candidate for every/any partisan seat.
Fact:  It takes close to 40,000 petition signatures to get (1) Unaffiliated US Senate candidate on the General Election ballot. 
General argument: equal protection.  Unaffiliated state-wide petition candidates cannot be forced to collect more petition signatures than the formation of an entire Non-Principle Political Party.   (www.gregdorseyunaffiliated.com/news.html)
