I. Update:  IPASS (C. Jones)

Collier was not present to give an update.

II. Update:  Syllabi Archiving (A. Foelster)
Planning on rolling out in Spring 2017.  They should have an update to show next meeting.  Faculty and students are very excited for this. This could be a time when syllabi can be standardized.  Yvette asked who will own this site.  Arnold said probably the student success group.

III. Update:  Show Drop Date on Student’s Course History Page (A. Foelster)
Arnold presented a prototype of where the drop date will show in the student’s course history page.  What happens if the student drops after 10th day?  If a course shows dropped then the student dropped before 10th day.  Anything after 10th day will be a W.

Committee would like to see the date the student withdrew from a class in the Enrollment Status column.  Jack mentioned that in the near future all this information will be in myUMBC so we shouldn’t spend too much time revising this page.

Pheng has been working with College Scheduler.  They asked if we can give them a report of all of our classes and indicate which require a prerequisite they can build it into their search criteria.  Next step will be to write the query to send to College Scheduler.
