Article I- Name and Purpose

Students for Environmental Awareness has been established for the purpose of providing an opportunity for the entire UMBC community to participate in a variety of environmental activities.

                       Article II- Scope 

This organization is subject to the jurisdiction of the Student Government Association of the University of Maryland, Baltimore County, as well as to the President of the University and his/her designee.

                       Article III- Membership

To become a member, a student must attend a meeting and fill out a membership form.

Membership in this organization may not be denied because of race, color, age, sex, sexual orientation, physical or mental disability, disabled veteran or veteran status, national origin, or religion.

                       Article IV- Officers and Elections

The officers of Students for Environmental Awareness shall be the President, Vice President, Treasurer, and Secretary.

The duties of the President shall include serving as the organization's official representative for communicating with SGA and UMBC Staff, Managing communications with the group, chairing a committee, and overseeing all committees.

The duties of the Vice President shall include assisting the president in all responsibilities and acting as a liaison for the club and SGA. 

The duties of the Treasurer shall include managing the organizations funds and ensuring compliance with all financial rules and guidelines, reporting the status of the treasury once a month.

The duties of the Secretary shall include taking minutes and attendance at all meetings, emailing all members with relevant information, advertising events, and coordinating reservations.

All officers shall be elected to a term of one year starting and ending on 12/10.

Annual election of officers shall be between 12/01 and 12/10 or whenever vacancies occur. At least one month notice shall be given before the annual election meeting, but midterm vacancies may be filled without notice. Nominations shall be initiated from the floor and elections done by a ballot. The person receiving the majority of votes from members present at the election meeting shall be elected. If no one receives a majority of votes, a runoff occurs between the two candidates with the most votes.

Officers may be removed throughout the year by a majority vote of the other officers present at the meeting. Before the vote, the officer who is to be removed will have a chance to defend his/her case in person to the other officers present 
                       Article V- Amendments

This Constitution may be amended by a 2/3 vote of members present during an organization meeting provided two weeks notice is given. All amendments must be approved in accordance with the Student Government Association policy before becoming legally binding.
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
